CONTEXT

There are a number of events in the area on the 13th June.

It is important to read these instructions before planning your journey. The
guidance below directs you to the most appropriate parking depending on the
time of your visit. Please car share if possible to reduce traffic volume.

The venue is Stantonbury Stadium, Milton Keynes, MK14 6DT.

Athletes

Do not enter Soskin Drive (marked C) with your car as this causes
congestion and disruption to you and, importantly, the
residents. This area will be marshalled. Parking at the stadium is
reserved for officials, school tfransport and volunteers only in the
morning. Access will be available after 12.00 noon.

If you are you are seeking to drop offathletes and
spectators near the MacDonald’s or Costa outlets (marked D on
the map - MK14 6FG) where they can follow the Redway / cycle
route to the frack on foot. Then please park as follows:

and spectators who are leaving before 1200 noon

please park at Stantonbury School, Purbeck off Saxon Street

marked “A” on the map

access to the car parking is straight on at the mini roundabout as

you enter Purbeck

once parked please follow the Redway / cycle route from the

back of the “second part” of the car park on foot to the stadium.
o There s likely to be no access via the school or the nearby

Leisure Centre at that time.
Do not park in the Leisure Centre car park which is to the left.

There is alternative parking on one side of Breckland, accessed via D on the
map. This is the ideal place to use if you are present most of the day.

Summary:

¢ Morning only visitors use the School park marked A

e Drop off point by MacDonald’s or Costa marked D

e Afternoon parking only at the Stadium via Soskin Drive marked
C

e Fullday parking use spaces on Breckland Drive marked D
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
